At the board meeting in September, a Charter Life Membership was discussed and approved. If you 
would like to purchase a Charter Life Membership, the application is in this publication and are also 
available in the Clubhouse bar. This is a limited offering for the first 200 appli-cants. You must be a 
member for at least 4 years, and the fees for the charter life membership are pro-rated based on 
age. The fees could be as little as $500 for a member 65 or older or as much as $2000 for a 22 year 
old (who has been a member for at least 4 years). The membership card will be issued with CLM001 
ï CLM200 which replaces your current member number.

4 HOUR COURSE 
Saturday 9:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. 

 
APRIL 8, 2017 

 
This course provides the required training to apply for the non-resident Utah Concealed 
Carry Permit. The Utah non-resident permit is available, by mail, to law abiding California 
residents. Great for travelers. The states that will honor this permit are: 
 
Alabama, Alaska, Arizona, Arkansas, Delaware, Georgia, Idaho, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, 
Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, Missouri, Montana, Nebraska, Nevada, North Carolina, 
North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, South Dakota, Tennessee, Texas, Utah, Vermont, Virginia, 
Washington, West Virginia, Wisconsin, Wyoming. 
 
This permit is not valid for carrying in California. Course fee includes the required 
fingerprinting.  
 
The Utah non-resident permit is valid for five years and costs $47 for the initial 
application, which is not included in the course fee. Applicants send this $47 fee directly 
to the Utah Bureau of Criminal Identification with certified application, upon course 
completion. Renewal is only $15 and can be done online (for a .75 convenience fee) or by 
mail. When renewing, the course does not have to be repeated, if it is renewed before 
expiration. 
 
A reservation for a spot in class is required. Course fee is due day of class, cash only.
