Charter Life Membership

At the last board meeting, it was discussed and approved a Charter Life Membership. If you would
like to purchase a Charter life membership, applications are available in the Clubhouse bar. This is a
limited offering for the first 200 applicants. You must be a member for at least 4 years, and the fees
for the charter life membership are pro-rated based on age. The fees could be as little as $500 for a
member 65 or older or as much as $2000 for a 22 year old (who has been a member for at least 4
years). The membership card will be issued with CLM001 — CLM200 which replaces your current
member number.
